confrontational  (adjective) - Tending to deal with situations in an aggressive or argumentative way.

contentious  (adjective) - Likely to cause disagreement or argument

denigrate  (verb) - To damage the good name or character of a person.

dismissive  (adjective) - Showing that one doesn't think a person or thing is important or worth considering

divisive  (adjective) - Causing disagreement or hostility between people, tending to disrupt unity or harmony.
